Description of Initiative

DESCRIPTION/PURPOSE

1.  The City of Pittsburgh Addressing Committee (CPAC) combines experience from multiple departments and agencies within the City of Pittsburgh and Allegheny County to correct inconsistent or confusing street names and addresses.

2.  Accepting a new street name, HOPPER PLACE in the Sixth Ward of the City of Pittsburgh as per recommendation by the City of Pittsburgh Addressing Committee (CPAC). The following street name was approved by CPAC in April 2019. The name listed in this ordinance shall be made official in accordance with the Pittsburgh Code, Title Four, Public Places and Property, Chapter 420 Uniform Street Naming and Addressing.


HISTORY

1.  The City of Pittsburgh Addressing Committee (CPAC) was created in 2008 to correct addressing and street naming problems within the City of Pittsburgh.

2.  An ordinance to the Pittsburgh Code of Ordinances was introduced in September of 2008 in order to establish a procedure for requesting address numbers and naming streets. Title Four, Article V, Chapter 420: Uniform Street Naming and Addressing outlines the standards by which a street address or name can be changed and the procedures associated therewith. This ordinance also gives CPAC the authority to request and implement these changes.
