Description of Initiative
This resolution authorizes the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh, to enter into an Agreement or Agreements with PennDOT under which PennDOT will make improvements to and transfer the remaining portions of Penn Circle from South Highland Ave counterclockwise to Baum, approximately one mile. This leaves intact PennDOT’s state route which now connects from Baum to Center to Penn. In exchange, the city will be able to create a two-way pedestrian and bike friendly street unbeholden to the more stringent PennDOT design standards. This transfer is predicated on PennDOT reestablishing ownership of Penn Circle from Baum to South Highland Ave as provided for in the Industrial Boulevard transfer agreement.
