Dear President and Members: 
Attached please find a resolution for an amendment to the previously approved Institutional Master Plan for Duquesne University. The Planning Commission, at its meeting on May 20, 2025, made a positive recommendation to City Council, with the following condition:  
1. The Department of Mobility and Infrastructure (DOMI) shall approve the Traffic Impact Study (TIS), which must be submitted with the Building Development Application (BDA) for the proposed mixed-use building, prior to the issuance of the Record of Zoning Approval.
As this condition relates to the individual project approvals (Project Development Plans) for future building applications, no additional action relating to the IMP is needed at this time. 
A copy of the Commission’s report is attached. The minutes of the hearing held on May 20, 2025, will be forwarded when they are accepted by Planning Commission. Upon conclusion of the public hearing required to be held by City Council, the bill may be enacted with five affirmative votes.
As per Section 922.12.E (Hearing and Action by City Council), the City Council shall hold a public hearing on the Institutional Master Plan within one hundred twenty (120) days of the Planning Commission's action on the application, unless the applicant has agreed in writing or on the record to an extension of time. For your convenience, 120 days from May 20, 2025, is September 17, 2025.
