WHEREAS, Barbara McNees, President of the Greater Pittsburgh Chamber of Commerce and member of the Allegheny Conference Executive team, has for decades been a tireless advocate for the City and the region; and 

WHEREAS, under McNees’ leadership the Chamber has proactively worked to strengthen the bonds between business and government and has strived for civic improvement, over time forming close ties between the Chamber and the Allegheny Conference; and
