Description of Initiative

Resolution authorizing the purchase of automated external defibrillators (AEDs) and heart monitors from ZOLL Medical Corporation at an overall cost not to exceed $3,097,690. The equipment will be utilized by the bureaus of EMS, Fire, Police, and Animal Care & Control. 

The City is entering into the agreement for this purchase now with payments due next year and in 2021 in order to take advantage of a significant cost savings of more than $450,000. The manufacturer is increasing prices and reducing trade-in allowances in the 4th quarter of 2019. 

The purchase is made utilizing Pennsylvania state contract (City Controller contract number 53028).

Equipment currently in service is approximately 15 years old and has reached the end of its useful life. The equipment is no longer supported by the manufacturer and replacement parts will be increasingly difficult to obtain. The newly purchased equipment has an expected useful life similar to that of the equipment it replaces.
