Description of Legislation
This piece of legislation authorizes the City to accept a quitclaim deed for certain property used in the I-579 Cap project. Although the City believes it owns the parcels, due to Ordinance 19 of 1967 authorizing a dedication from the URA, there appears to be no deed related to the transfer. As a result, the County Real Estate website still lists this property as owned by the URA. In order to prevent any slowdowns to bidding the project, particularly from delays associated with the Right-of-Way approvals from PennDOT for the project, this legislation would authorize a deed to remove any concern that the URA may still have some interest in the property.

The City is requesting that Rule 8 be waived because significant funding for the project will expire if the project is not placed out to bid in short order.
