Description of Initiative
The City of Pittsburgh submitted the following application for DCNR’s Community Conservation Partnerships Program (C2P2): Park Planning Priorities 2017. The application includes a request of funding to support three (3) Master Planning projects in the coming year: Kennard Park, Sheraden Park, and Emerald View Park.

Kennard Park in the Hill District neighborhood is heavily used for sports, but hampered by a dangerous entrance and chaotic parking. Its natural areas are not accessible or managed for habitat, but present an ideal opportunity to create a loop trail with an overlook to the Monongahela River, bringing residents into contact with nature and the larger vistas of the city. 

The 51-acre Sheraden Park sits in a wooded, secluded valley which houses open picnic areas, ball fields, sports courts, swimming pool and playgrounds. More than 100 years old, the park has begun to show some wrinkles and wear, yet it still retains its historic historical heritage, such as old stonework and ancient trees. 

Emerald View is Pittsburgh’s fifth regional park, created in 2005 as a consolidation of three historic park spaces and wooded hillsides. The Grand View Scenic Byway, which extends along the border of the park overlooking the rivers, provides famously breathtaking views of the city and is visited by 1.5 million people visit each year.
