Resolution authorizing and directing the Director of City Planning, the Zoning Administrator and the Chief of the Bureau of Building Inspection to place a Six (6) month moratorium on the erection and/or approval of all billboards, advertising signs, electronic, LED or signs in general in all zoning districts.

 

Be it resolved that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby enacts as follows:
 
Section 1.        The Council authorizes and directs the Director of City Planning, the Zoning Administrator and the Chief of the Bureau of Building Inspection to place a Six (6) month moratorium on the erection, size modification and/or approval of all billboards, advertising signs, electronic signs and displays, LED signs or displays or otherwise signs in general in all zoning districts.

Section 2.  This resolution does not apply to the following types of signs:

· Banners and signs for events

· Historic markers

· Business storefront and identification signs

· Neighborhood banners

· Parish festival signs

 

Section 2. 3. .  This moratorium is not intended to hinder the day to day operations of existing signs that do not require new approval, such as maintenance and/or changing advertising displays. 

 

Section 3 4. This legislation shall become effective retroactive March 12, 2008.
