Re:	Zoning Code Changes for Stormwater Code Update

Dear President and Members:
Enclosed for Council’s legislative consideration is an ordinance amending the Pittsburgh Code, Title Nine: Zoning, Articles I-IX, Title Four, Article III, and Title Thirteen: Zoning, Chapter 1301, making various changes to the stormwater provisions.     
This ordinance is transmitted as a result of a positive recommendation from Planning Commission action on July 13, 2021.
We are requesting a waiver of Rule 8.  This is necessary to allow Council to refer the legislation for public hearing before recess so that we can complete the necessary notice mailings and meet the timelines set forth in the City’s agreement with the Environmental Protection Agency regarding MS4.  
A copy of the Commission report, a summary letter of the changes, as well as a copy of the proposed Zoning Code Text Amendment are enclosed. The minutes of the July 13, 2021 hearing will be forwarded when they are accepted by the Commission. 
Upon conclusion of the public hearing required to be held by City Council, the resolution may be enacted with five affirmative votes.
As per Section 922.05.E (Hearing and Action by City Council), the City Council shall hold a public hearing on the Map Amendment within one hundred twenty (120) days of the Planning Commission's action on the application, unless the applicant has agreed in writing or on the record to an extension of time. For your convenience, 120 days from July 13, 2021 is November 10, 2021.
