Description of Initiative

This resolution amends Resolution 957 of 2016, which authorized the Mayor and Director of the Department of Public Safety to enter into a Professional Services Agreement with Taser International, Inc. to provide body-worn cameras for the Bureau of Police as well as additional related goods and services, by increasing the cost from $1,528,209.00 to $2,326,509.00 over the course of the contract.

The Bureau of Police purchased 550 body worn cameras under the existing contract. This amending resolution authorizes the purchase of 400 additional body worn cameras in order to provide a body worn camera for every officer and to have a supply of spares on hand. 

Additionally, this amendment reflects the legal name change of Taser International, Inc. to AXON Enterprise, Inc. that occurred in April 2017.
