WHEREAS the Central Baptist Church will celebrate Reverend Victor Julius Grigsby’s 10th anniversary as its Pastor with worship services to be held on Wednesday, April 25th, Thursday, April 26th, and Friday, April 27th, with Friday’s service to include a “Gospel According to Jazz Revue” that will feature the artistic talents of Rev. Grigsby & Friends and   Sunday, April 29th, will conclude the celebration.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby wish to commend the Reverend Victor Julius Grigsby for his ten years of service to the Central Baptist Church, while additionally thanking him for his spiritual and civic contributions to the greater Hill District community.
