Description of Initiative

Jeffrey Ruder, Esq. has served as the Commission’s Housing Solicitor since 2002 and is currently involved in pending fair housing litigation and the enforcement of fair housing settlement agreements before the Commission. 

Attorney Ruder currently serves as the legal representative of persons who have filed a complaint of housing discrimination with the Commission on Human Relations and whose cases have received a finding of probable cause by the Commission. In accordance with the City Code, these cases will be heard either before a panel of Commissioners at a public hearing, or where an election has been made, in the court of Common Pleas of Allegheny County. Attorney Ruder seeks injunctive relief and the necessary enforcement of Commission Orders and subpoenas, as needed for Fair Housing matters.
In addition, Attorney Ruder represents the Commission on matters where an appeal has been filed in a fair housing matter. The maintenance of a Housing Solicitor by the Commission ensures that the Commission will remain substantially equivalent to the Fair Housing Act for the purposes of continuing a work-sharing agreement with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, and the ongoing protection of civil rights.
