Description of Initiative
Almono-Hazelwood Mill 19. The Phase 2 work is focused on preparing the site soils for construction of a new building, as well as addressing other existing site features to make way for new site construction. Soils will be excavated to a depth of 7- feet below any new building foundations, including removal of existing abandoned and buried foundations and structures, dewatering perched groundwater
water, offsite disposal of unusable soil materials, and re-installation of excavated
materials to meet engineering requirements for soil bearing capacities. An existing
outdoor research testing facility for robotic equipment will be relocated which requires its
installation at a minimum two-centimeter geodetic control accuracy. Temporary shoring
and select rehabilitation of existing site security architectural fencing and sidewalks is
also necessary. Lastly, utility laterals for water, sewer, gas, electric and telecom will be
installed in preparation for connection to new facilities

The proposed resolution authorizes a cooperation agreement with the Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh in connection with the URA’s application to be filed with the Pennsylvania Office of the Budget Office for a Redevelopment Assistance Capital Program grant.
