Description of Legislation
Ordinance supplementing the Pittsburgh City Code, Title One: Administrative, Article VIII: Procedures by adding a new Chapter 166: Donation of City Personal Property to create a policy for the donation of City-owned Personal Property.

Currently, there is no formal process for the donation by the City of personal property owned by the City for which the City has no use. This ordinance creates a new chapter in order to develop a new policy for the donation of City-owned personal property. The Office of Management and Budget and Department of Finance will develop a form on which Departments will list information on the item to be donated, the organization receiving the item, and a good faith estimate of the value of the item. 

The Council approval process for the donation by the City of City-owned personal property will follow the same oversight process for items donated to the City, depending on the value of the item to be donated:
-$500 or less: approved by the Director of OMB and/or the Director of Finance 
-$500.01-$4,999.99: sent to Council in the form of a communication to be read, received, and filed 
-$5,000 or more: sent to Council in the form of a Resolution to be approved through the normal legislative process
