Description of Initiative


The proposed resolution authorizes a cooperation agreement with the Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh (URA), the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh (HACP), and Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority (PWSA) for the dedication of East Liberty/Larimer Park in phases as each is completed.  It also authorizes the URA, HACP, or PWSA to apply for any permits or approvals required for the construction of the park on behalf of the City, the assignment to the city all permits associated with the completion of construction of each relevant phase, and the waiver of permit fees for contractors retained by URA in the construction of the park. 

On June 30, 2014, the City of Pittsburgh (City) and HACP received a U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Choice Neighborhood grant in the amount of $30 Million.  This grant was awarded to implement the Larimer community’s Vision-to-Action Plan and involves a comprehensive effort to address the neighborhood, housing, and people needs of the community. A proposed 30-acre park and open space system, Larimer/East Liberty park, is central to the Choice Neighborhood implementation plan.  This new park system will provide access to healthy recreation, create a new stormwater utility to manage stormwater at the district level, restore and maintain the natural landscape, and help drive revitalization and positive market value in the neighborhoods.

The first phase of the park system, Zone A, is located at an important juncture between the Larimer and East Liberty neighborhoods, and will redevelop 3.25 acres of vacant into a vibrant neighborhood park that will serve as community hub and critical catalyst for the transformation of the community.  The new park will replace the existing East Liberty Park and will be surrounded by existing and new mixed-income housing currently underway as part of CNI.  The park will feature significant green infrastructure, community art, a large playground, open lawn, and a new plaza.  

Sources for the construction of the Zone A park include: Federal Choice Neighborhood funds, local Choice Neighborhood matching sources, funding through Pennsylvania’s Department of Conservation and Natural Resources, and other sources to be determined.  Existing funding for the maintenance of former East Liberty Park will help to support the maintenance of the Zone A park.
