Description of Legislation
Adding funds to HOME-ARP Supportive Services agreements. Additional funds were awarded to the City by HUD to be included in the City’s HOME-ARP plan. Because these groups were already approved by HUD, they were selected to receive the additional funding.

Selection Process:

The City of Pittsburgh’s Office of Management and Budget (City, OMB) released an Application for HOME-ARP funds. This application process was utilized to solicit applications from a broad array of applicants. The City formed an Evaluation Committee with representative(s) from DHS and Urban Design Ventures (UDV). The Evaluation Committee was comprised of evaluators with expertise in the subject matter of this application, may include external subject matter experts or representative(s) from key partners or funders, and DHS and City internal staff. Evaluation Committee members will individually review and score each Application.

With the exception of UDV, each Evaluation Committee member awarded points utilizing their personal expertise and best judgment of how the application submitted by that applicant meets the objectives of the contracted services and can be effectively implemented. Scores were awarded along the following categories: Service Plan (20 points) Organization and Personnel (20 points) Budget (20 points) Past Performance, where applicable (20 points) Participation in (Continuum of Care) CoC activities (10 points). 

The Committee met to discuss the proposals and arrive at a consensus on which applicant(s) can best provide the Contract Services in response to the application and the needs of the community. 

The Committee had the discretion to proceed as follows: 1) to recommend that a reduced number of applications be shortlisted for more extensive review through a formal oral presentation, interview, or site visit to the Committee or 2) to recommend that DHS and the City request authorization for the County/City to enter into an Agreement(s) with the successful applicant(s).

No City Bond or PAYGO funds will be used for this contract.  This contract is funded entirely by HOME-ARP funds as part of the City’s HOME-ARP plan.
