Description of Initiative

The Department of Mobility and Infrastructure received a grant from the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT)’s Automated Red Light Enforcement Program to replace traffic signals at the intersection of Bigelow Boulevard and Bayard Street in the North Oakland neighborhood.  The project involves:
1. Installing LED signal heads which increase visibility and decrease energy consumption.
2. Installing a count-down type pedestrian signal heads and audible pushbuttons will also be installed.  
3. Constructing full ADA accommodations to make the intersection fully accessible for all users
4. Installing radar vehicle detectors will allow the signals to adapt to the changing traffic volumes.
