Description of Initiative
Legislation to enter into a grant agreement with the PADEP for the Alternative Fuels Incentive Gant (AFIG).   The City of Pittsburgh will aims to release an RFP for five renewably powered and mobile, dual-port electric vehicle charging stations. The charging infrastructure will be used for 10 corresponding electric sedans that will mark the beginning of the City’s goal of fleet transition to fossil free fuels by 2030. Co-benefit objectives of the mobile units include the ability to be deployed to neighborhoods as backup power generation in the event of extended grid failure, use by the public when not in use by the City’s fleet, and educational opportunities to promote EVs and renewable energy.  Total cost is $385,000.  The grant is for $175,000 and remaining costs will be covered by the Equipment Leasing Authority.
