Description of Initiative
The City of Pittsburgh submitted the following application for DCNR’s Community Conservation Partnerships Program (C2P2): Wightman Park Development. This application includes a request of funding from for construction in Wightman Playground.

These proposed renovations serve as the first upgrade to the park in more than 20 years, a time during which the play equipment has decayed to the point of removal the field has experienced perennial drainage challenges, and the space is no longer inviting for the public. A focus on green infrastructure elements both within the park and in the adjacent neighborhood will help manage stormwater runoff , reducing incidents of combined sewer overflows in the City’s rivers as well as significant basement flooding in nearby homes. The proposed renovations have been informed by an extensive community process, with public meetings and online surveys, and the resulting plan is for a unique community destination.
