Description of Legislation
This is a two (2) year extension of the existing Victor Stanley contract for smart waste sensing. The Department of Public Works has deployed nearly 1,300 sensor-equipped litter cans both in the city right-of-way and in select city parks. This service monitors the fill levels of these litter cans and reports that to DPW crews via a website and/or mobile application. The cost includes both the monitoring costs for the sensors which is calculated on a per sensor basis as well as the cost for the routing services provided by Victor Stanley which are used in the application to provide the most efficient route for a crew to take to collect the litter cans that meet collection criteria. Proper use of this technology reduces the amount of time needed to empty litter cans, provides a better service in ensuring that cans are collected when full, and allows DPW to reallocate resources to other tasks.
