Description of Initiative
Ordinance amending Chapter 548: Valet Parking.

-Creates an optional “high occupancy valet” status for valet parking services operated outside of a business establishments with an occupant load exceeding 400 people. Allows for 6 valet parking spaces instead of the current 1 to 3. Approval of the Director of the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure is still required. 

-Establishes a “high occupancy valet” fee structure of $400 for the original license and $200 for renewal. The current structure for 1 to 3 spaces is $200 for the original license and $100 for the renewal. 

-Clarifies the amount of time a patron’s motor vehicle may remain in the valet pick-up and drop-off area by setting the time at twenty (20) minutes.
