Resolution authorizing the Mayor and the Director of City Information Systems to enter into a Contract or Contracts or Agreement or Agreements with Pittsburgh Community Television, a non-profit corporation, for Pittsburgh Community Television to continue to act as the City’s public access television provider, said contract to be funded from the proceeds of the City’s cable franchise agreements with Comcast of California/Pennsylvania/Utah/Washington, Inc.  and Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc.

WHEREAS, on February 10, 2011, the City of  Pittsburgh entered into a an agreement with Pittsburgh Community Television pursuant to a Strategic Plan developed by the Pittsburgh Cable Communications Advisory Committee, whereby Pittsburgh Community Television was retained to operate as the City’s public access television provider; and

WHEREAS, the agreement provided for a two year initial term, after which a Steering Committee composed of members of the Pittsburgh Cable Communications Advisory Committee would recommend for or against the continuation of the agreement based upon Pittsburgh Community Television’s  compliance with the contract terms and the Strategic Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Steering Committee has determined that Pittsburgh Community Television has met all obligations of the contract and the Strategic Plan, and has recommended that City’s agreement with PCTV be renewed;  

Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:

Section 1.  
The Mayor and the Director of the Department of City Information Systems are hereby authorized to enter into a Contract or Contracts or Agreement or Agreements with Pittsburgh Community Television, Inc. for a term to ending on June 30, 2020, said contract to be funded with certain proceeds generated by the City’s cable franchise agreements with Comcast of California/Pennsylvania/Utah/Washington, Inc. and Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc., according to the schedule set forth in those contracts
