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PROJECT NAME: 

1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?
This lot is part of the SP-1 Specialty Planned District for the Pittsburgh Technology Center.  Permitted uses include Laboratory/Research Services, Manufacturing and Assembly, Office Uses, Parking Structures, Hotel/Motel, Restaurant, Retail Sales and Services, and Multi-Unit Residential. 

2) What is the proposed use for the property?
Office

3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?
The stormwater and plantings meet the intent of the SP-1 approved Preliminary Land Development Plan, for stormwater infrastructure.  Bioretention Areas are being proposed to receive site and building runoff.  A specialty mix of planting soil and a dense layer of water-tolerant decorative plantings in the bioretention area will clean the runoff before it enters the storm sewer system.  In addition, this project proposes to make use of existing parking available across the street, along with an expectation that the users of the building will take advantage of the proximity to a bike trail and public transportation options.  Thus, we are proposing no additional parking for the project, which further improves water quality.  

4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow?
A no-harm analysis has been performed which confirms that there will be no increase in stormwater runoff for the watershed at the point in which the site storm sewer system discharges into the river adjacent to the site.
