Whereas, Mr. Narr acted selflessly in administering CPR to an ailing stranger and was one of several first responders who bravely attempted to save Mr. Koehler’s life;
Now, therefore be it resoloved that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby recognize and honor Mr. Brian Narr for his actions on behalf of his neighbors,
And Be it further resolved, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares March 31, 2009 "Brian Narr Day" in the City of Pittsburgh.
