WHEREAS, Father Frank Mitolo, Pastor at the Resurrection Church credits Ken and Danny for “saving the building” through their quick thinking and concern for the church.  

WHEREAS, Ken Barry and Danny Simcox 14 and 13 years old respectively and both students at the South Hills Middle School exhibited bravery and concern for their community by saving the church from extensive damage.
