WHEREAS, the YWCA’s Office of Racial Diversity and Inclusion empowers individuals, organizations and communities to engage in educational and communication opportunities that address racism, injustice, oppression, diversity, and inclusion

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Council of the City of Pittsburgh recognizes the International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination and commends the YWCA Greater Pittsburgh for its efforts to promote diversity and inclusion; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares March 20, 2008, “A Day of Inclusion” in the City of Pittsburgh.
