Description of Legislation
The Residential Permit Parking Program was enacted in September of 1981 by City Ordinance 30-1981 which created Chapter 549, of Article VII, Title Five in the City Code. Area “K” in Squirrel Hill was established by Resolution 724-1988, approved by City Council on August 29, 1988. The Resolution would be amending Resolution No. 574-2000, approved by City Council on July 25, 2000.

This proposal seeks to decrease Residential Parking Permit Program Area “K” by removing the 1300 block of Bennington Avenue. 9 of the 12 (75%) of the residents of this block petitioned to be removed from the RPP program, which exceeds the 70% threshold. In additional discussions with the petitioners, it was determined that the 5500 & 5600 blocks of Plainfield Street adjacent to this block of Bennington do not qualify under the Code as they do not have residences that front on those blocks and should be removed from the Program. The Planning Commission recommended approval of this removal on November 20, 2018.
