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PROJECT NAME: University of Pittsburgh Chiller Plant

1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?   
The site previously contained two athletic fields and an associated parking area. Historically the site was a single family home development containing over 75 homes. 
2) What is the proposed use for the property?  
The site in proposed conditions will contain a 15,000 ton chiller plant and a turf athletic field for The University of Pittsburgh.
3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?
Stormwater will be captured through an underground tank facility. From the tank, the water will be pumped to the chiller plant where it will be treated and distributed throughout the University of Pittsburgh’s campus for re-use as chilled water. Furthermore, there is an existing private stormwater conveyance system located on the site. Any remaining stormwater that is not captured will flow to this system along Champions Drive. 
4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow? 
The site will experience a net decrease in stormwater runoff due to the installation of the underground tank facility that allows for stormwater re-use.
