WHEREAS, Dottie Grinberg has served NCJW as Chair of the Remembrance Fund since 1986 and as Section’s Corresponding Secretary since 1995, strong in the belief that personal communications to the Board and the members are the keys to a connected and engaged membership. Dottie has personally written notes of simcha and condolences for decades, preserving the dying art of handwritten communication. 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City if Pittsburgh does hereby commend the National Council of Jewish Women for its work in the region and congratulates Dorothy “Dottie” Grinberg for serving as a role model for others , for her unique leadership and her  dedication to the organization; and, 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby declare Wednesday, May 4, 2011, to be “DOTTIE GRINBERG DAY” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
