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PROJECT NAME:  DPW 4th DIVISION MAINTENANCE FACILITY

1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?

The site was previously occupied by a DPW maintenance facility and salt storage dome up until 2018.  These buildings have since been demolished.  There was also a single family residential property that was recently purchased by the City for development of the new maintenance facility site.

2) What is the proposed use for the property?

The Department of Public Works is proposing a new maintenance building for the City’s 4th Division.  In addition to the proposed building, the site will also include paved access driveways, parking areas, a fueling station, and material storage areas.

3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?

Compared to the previous DPW maintenance facility at this locations, there will be a slight decrease in overall impervious area onsite as a result of this project.  A rain garden is being proposed for water quality and for stormwater mitigation purposes.  Additional landscape plantings and landscape buffer-yards are also proposed.

4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow?

There will be a decrease in stormwater flow as a result of the project and the proposed stormwater facilities.
