Dear President and Members: 
Enclosed for Council’s legislative consideration is a resolution permitting the property owners to operate a School, Elementary or Secondary (General) use at 1835 Forbes Ave (Parcel 11-J-56) in Uptown. The Zoning District is Uptown Public Realm (UPR-B). Please note that School, Elementary or Secondary (General) is defined in the Zoning Code as “an Elementary or Secondary School with a maximum enrollment of 75 students or more.”
The Planning Commission, at its meeting on April 21, 2026, made a positive recommendation to City Council, with the following conditions:  
1. All DOMI permits will be reviewed and approved prior to issuing the final Record of Zoning Approval; and
2. The final construction plans, including site plans and elevations will be reviewed and approved by the Zoning Administrator prior to issuing the final Record of Zoning Approval.
This resolution is transmitted as a result of favorable Planning Commission action on April 21, 2026. A copy of the Commission report is enclosed. The minutes of the April 21, 2026 hearing will be forwarded when the Commission accepts them. Upon conclusion of the public hearing required by City Council, the resolution may be enacted with five affirmative votes.
According to 922.06D.1, the zoning code states that "City Council shall hold a public hearing on the Conditional Use application within forty-five (45) days of the Planning Commission's action on the application" unless the applicant has agreed in writing or on the record to an extension of time. For your convenience, 45 days from April 21, 2026, is June 5, 2026.
