WHEREAS, on May 19th, 2005, the Pittsburgh Board of Public Education will sponsor a "Take Your Father to School Rally" at the Central Administration Building, Conference Room A from 6:00PM until 8:00PM; and 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh recognizes and commends the Pittsburgh School Board of Public Education and all volunteers for their work in facilitating "Take Your Father to School Day" and for fostering the importance of having a positive male role model in a child's life.  The Council of the City of Pittsburgh urges fathers, uncles, cousins and other adult males to attend school on May 20, 2005 and show support for their children's education.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that May 20, 2005 be hereby declared "Take Your Father to School Day" in the City of Pittsburgh.
