Description of Initiative
Resolution authorizing the Mayor and Director of Planning to enter on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh into a Professional Services Agreement with the Center for Hearing & Deaf Services, Inc. (“HDS”) for captioning, video captioning and interpreter services on an as-needed basis over a three-year term and according to the attached schedule of costs.

This money will be used to hire interpreters for the deaf and captioners for the hard of hearing, when requested, for City meetings and events. The City is required under the Americans with Disabilities Act (“ADA”) to provide such services in order ensure compliance with the ADA and to accommodate the needs and rights of disabled individuals set forth thereunder.  Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act requires “a public entity must ensure that its communications with individuals with disabilities are as effective as communications with others…. In order to provide equal access, a public accommodation is required to make available appropriate auxiliary aids and service where necessary to ensure effective communication.” This project will have no affect on the City’s Operating Budget.
