Dear Council President and Members:
On July 21, 2021 Council Bill 2021-1707, amending the Pittsburgh Code Title 9, Zoning; Article I, Section 902.03 Zoning Map and amending Article III, Overlay Zoning District, Chapter 907: Development Overlay Districts, 907.04.A, to expand the boundaries of the Inclusionary Zoning District, was referred to the Planning Commission for report and recommendation.
On January 11, 2022, the City Planning Commission voted unanimously to make a positive recommendation on Council Bill 2021-1707 with the following condition:
1. Section one of the legislation is amended to remove the non-impacted neighborhoods and list only Bloomfield and Polish Hill.
As per Section 922.05 (Hearing and Action by City Council), the City Council shall hold a public hearing on the Map Amendment within one hundred twenty (120) days of the Planning Commission's action on the application, unless the applicant has agreed in writing or on the record to an extension of time. For your convenience, 120 days from January 11, 2022 is May 11, 2022.
