Description of Legislation

The PghCHR previously requested proposals from vendors to create brief, topical fair housing videos that not only provide information on fair housing laws and data on local housing trends, but also authentic, personal narratives from community members who have been affected by discrimination. The PghCHR chose Big Picture Lab, LLC from the proposals submitted and the videos were produced in partnership with the Fair Housing Partnership of Greater Pittsburgh (FHP), and the Carnegie Mellon University (CMU) CREATE Lab.

The PghCHR would like to continue work with this vendor on a separate video project regarding eviction and displacement in Pittsburgh, specifically on the discriminatory effects of those occurrences. As with the previous project, this will be a collaborative effort with the above-mentioned organizations, as well as local housing organizations and advocates. One full-length video on eviction and displacement will be produced, as well as shorter videos for social media distribution, and a social media campaign. This video will be part public service announcement (PSA) educating the public on their fair housing rights, part data exploration, and part firsthand experiences of how unfair housing practices relating to eviction and displacement have impacted the lives of Pittsburghers. 

This project is funded in part by a Partnership grant received from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), as well as through the Commission’s portion of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding. The expected end date for this project is July 31, 2022.
