WHEREAS, physician assistants around the country will celebrate the week of October 6-12, 2006 as “National Physician Assistant Week”.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby commend and thank all physician assistants for the medical care they provide throughout the year; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares the week of October 6, 2006 – October 12, 2006 as, “Physician Assistant Week” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
