Description of Legislation
Chapter 218 of City Code governs the process for developing the Capital Budget.  Some of the changes are administrative in nature.  Key policy updates are highlighted below:

 - 218.04(05) updates include changing the public meeting timeline from “during the month of June” to “no later than June 30th” to allow for meetings in the month of May

 - 218.04(06) updates include moving the CPFC report from August to September – the CPFC committee needs the month of August to meet with departments and ask questions about the proposals before the Mayor’s preliminary budget on September 30th

 - 218.04(06)a. updates include changing if a project achieves a state or federal statutory mandate from a scoring criteria to a requirement, adding a scoring criteria for project readiness, and adding a scoring criteria for how well a project improves the lives of City residents with low incomes

- 218.08(01) updates code to reflect current practice in how capital updates are provided to Council through the quarterly updates described in Chapter 219

- 218.08(02) expands the Annual Accounting Close and Report to help recycle unspent capital funds more efficiently. In lieu of projects three years old or older with no activity, the list shall include all projects with three years of inactivity, and also all job numbers with balances less than $1,000.00 and at least one year of inactivity.  Re-appropriation, where the same project is re-authorized, will last for one year instead of three.
