Enclosed for Council’s legislative consideration is a resolution permitting the property owners to install a Major Public Destination Facility Electronic Sign – Large Video Display at the corner of W. General Robinson St. and Mazeroski Way in the North Shore neighborhood. The proposed video display will be 22’-8” by 40’-5” and will be part of a future public plaza space. The project is located in the Riverfront North Shore (RIV-NS) Zoning District in the 22nd Ward. 
This resolution is transmitted as a result of favorable Planning Commission action on November 28, 2023.
