Resolution providing for the sale of the Brighton Heights Park property in the 26th and 27th Wards of the City of Pittsburgh to The Salvation Army for the sum of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00), subject to proper closing costs and pro-rations not to exceed One Thousand Dollars($1000.00) so that the Salvation Army may construct and operate thereon a Ray and Joan Kroc Corps Community Center, with conditions providing for continuing usage by the public.

Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:
Section 1.
The Mayor and the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh (“City”), are hereby authorized to enter into an Agreement of Sale or Agreements, in form and substance to be approved by the City Solicitor, providing for the sale of the Brighton Heights Park property, in the 26 and 27th Wards of the City to the Salvation Army (“Army”) for the sum of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00), so that the Army can construct and operate on the property a Ray and Joan Kroc Corps Community Center, with appropriate conditions providing for continuing public use as approved by the City Solicitor and the Orphans' Court Division of the Court of Common Pleas, subject to such appeals therefrom as may occur; and further authorizing the Mayor and proper officials of the City to execute and deliver to the Army a Deed in proper form; and the City may make such payments as may be due, including but not limited to necessary and proper closing expenses in an amount not to exceed One Thousand Dollars ($1000.00), being chargeable to and payable from Code Account No. 526100, Fund 1000, Org. 108000, Sub 150, Budget Year 2005.
