Description of Initiative
This resolution authorizes the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Innovation & Performance to enter into an Agreement, Agreements, or Amendments with CDW Government LLC for the extension of the City’s Microsoft enterprise license agreement for a period of three years.  Microsoft operating systems are used on most end user PCs and City staff depend on Microsoft email and desktop applications to support their daily work.  In 2015, I&P completed a substantial effort to migrate to the Microsoft 365 cloud offering from Google.  Migration to the Microsoft 365 platform resulted in significant annual licensing savings and the ability to meet critical business requirements for the protection of Public Safety data and accessibility of data for Right to Know compliance.    

The annual licensing increases reflect the increase in Microsoft licensing costs that have occurred over the past several years and the addition of the Microsoft Azure for Government product.  Access to this product will allow I&P to develop online tools that can be hosted in the cloud.
