WHEREAS, the Shepherd Wellness Center will be holding its Holiday Concert Dinner 
on December 15, 2006 with  dinner and a concert by the Renaissance City Men’s Choir ; and,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby recognize the noble and remarkable work of the Shepherd Wellness Center and declares December 15, 2006, to be Shepherd Wellness Day in the City of Pittsburgh.
