Description of Legislation
​​The City of Pittsburgh has been utilizing the OneStopPGH platform provided by Computronix for online permitting and code enforcement. OneStopPGH is utilized by numerous departments including DOMI, Fire, PLI, and City Planning with the intent to incorporate more departments in the future.  

​The system enables City residents and contractors to apply for dozens of different permit types online and, within the last year, the system has processed over $13 million in revenue for the city through permitting fees. OneStopPGH is also utilized by DOMI and PLI to inspect and cite thousands of code violations ever year.  

​The previous contract for this project was based on the standards of a software implementation contract. I&P is seeking to approach a Professional Services Agreement which is intended to manage future projects and enhancements to the OneStopPGH system such as potentially adding new departments and permits to the software. These projects require effort on both parts, the city and the vendor. The intent of this agreement is to define certain standards for both parties to hold both accountable to deadlines for delivery in order to provide the best product to our staff and residents.  

​This agreement with Computronix USA, Inc., for a three (3) year term with two (2) one-year renewal options, providing ongoing professional services to continue to develop and upgrade the POSSE LMS System in support of the OneStopPGH permitting program meeting the needs of the City of Pittsburgh and its residents at a sum not to exceed Two Million, Five Hundred Twenty-Six Thousand, Two Hundred Fifty-Four Dollars ($2,526,254).​
