Description of Legislation
Proposed resolution will authorize the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Public Works to enter into a Professional Services Agreement with the Pennsylvania Resources Council in order to provide electronic waste and household hazardous waste collection and recycling services in 2022, with options to renew for 2023 and 2024. The City has budgeted $315,000 for this initiative.

The City had previously contracted with a company to provide e-waste and household hazardous waste recycling for City residents from 2019-2021—this agreement will allow for the next iteration of this program, expanded for more affordability and access. Very few options currently exist for residents to properly dispose of these materials that are banned from the landfill locally at a reasonable cost. 

From January to October 2021 during the previous program, residents recycled 90.34 tons of electronic waste (TV’s and computers), and 43.97 tons of household hazardous wastes (e.g. paints, pesticides, batteries, light bulbs).
