Description of Legislation
Resolution authorizing the Mayor and Director of Public Safety to enter on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh into a professional services agreement or agreements with RollKall Technologies, LLC, for a web-based secondary employment scheduling system in an amount not-to-exceed EIGHTY-FIVE THOUSAND, THREE HUNDRED NINETY-TWO DOLLARS AND TWELVE CENTS ($85,392.12) over five years.

The secondary employment system enables event organizers to hire off-duty Public Safety personnel. Under the most recent payment structure, the City received funds directly for Police details and paid an administrative fee to RollKall. The new contract provides for a payment model where RollKall will receive all fees directly from event organizers and forward the City’s share. The amount authorized in the contract covers these administrative fees until the new structure can be fully implemented.

Fees for various Public Safety services are included in the fee schedule authorized by Council annually as part of standard budget processes.
