Description of Initiative
The City of Pittsburgh will submit an application to the Pennsylvania Department of Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR)’s Community Conservation Partnership Program for $100,000 to fund the master park planning process for Hay’s Woods. An additional $100,000 will be allocated towards this project in the 2020 Capital Budget.

The grant would fund a master park planning process for Hays Woods, a 644-acre site of undeveloped land in the southeastern area of Pittsburgh. Because of Hays Woods’ unique qualities and the potential for conservation, recreation, and education, the City of Pittsburgh and the Urban Redevelopment Authority are currently endeavoring to establish Hays Woods as a public park. A master plan would build upon recommendations made by the Hays Woods Task Force to set a vision and long-term uses of the site. The grant would fund the planning efforts necessary for future development and management of park space, recreational facilities, critical habitat, and the natural areas on the site.
