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[bookmark: Findings_of_Fact]FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The proposed amendment to the Zoning Code would remove sidewalk cafes as a use in the Zoning Code.  They are currently defined in the Zoning Code as “an establishment serving food and/or beverage on public sidewalk space.”

2. In February 2022, legislation (2022-0073) was passed by City Council and signed by the Mayor changing the regulations around sidewalk cafes as regulated by the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure (DOMI). These changes are in some ways duplicative and in other ways in conflict with the regulations in the Zoning Code.

3. The legislation proposes the following amendments to the Zoning Code:

a. Amends Chapter 908 to Remove Sidewalk Cafes from Public Relam Districts 
b. Amends Chapter 909 to Remove Sidewalk Cafes from Specially Planned Districts
c. Amends Chapter 911 to Remove Sidewalk Cafes from Use Table and Use Standards

4. All of the important regulations (minimum sidewalk width, clearances, etc) are now included in the DOMI regulations. 

5. Sidewalk cafes are still regulated by the Department of Permits, Licenses, and Inspections. 

6. In accordance with Section 922.05.F, the Planning Commission shall review Zoning Code text amendments based on the following criteria:

a. The consistency of the proposal with adopted plans and policies of the City;
b. The convenience and welfare of the public;
c. The intent and purpose of the Zoning Code;
d. Compatibility of the proposal with the zoning, uses and character of the neighborhood;
e. The suitability of the subject property for the uses to which it has been restricted without the proposed zoning map amendment;
f. The extent to which approval of the proposed zoning map amendment will detrimentally affect nearby property;
g. The length of time the subject property has remained vacant as zoned;
h. Impact of the proposed development on community facilities and services; and
i. The recommendations of staff.

Not all of the criteria must be given equal consideration by the Planning Commission or City Council in reaching a decision.
