Description of Initiative
The Mayor of the City of Pittsburgh and the Director of the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure (DOMI) are authorized to apply for grant funding from the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT) under the Multimodal Transportation Fund (MTF) to provide funding for Phase 1 Street and Signal Improvements in support of the implementation of the Downtown-East End Bus Rapid Transit Project (BRT) in collaboration with the Port Authority of Allegheny County (PAT), Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh (URA), and Allegheny County. In the event the grant is awarded, this resolution provides for an agreement and expenditures not to exceed THREE MILLION ($3,000,000.000) dollars for this stated purpose.

DOMI, in collaboration with PAT, the URA, and Allegheny County, are moving forward with the implementation of the BRT project.  This grant will fund Phase One of the project which will address street and signal improvements to lay the foundation for the additional phases.  In the event the grant is awarded, this resolution provides for an agreement and expenditures not to exceed THREE MILLION ($3,000,000.00) dollars for this stated purpose.
This legislation acknowledges the City of Pittsburgh and Allegheny County’s concurrent applications for the PennDOT Multimodal Transportation Fund (MTF).


The Mayor of the City of Pittsburgh and the Director of the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure (DOMI) have worked in close collaboration with the Port Authority of Allegheny County (PAAC), the Urban Redevelopment Authority, and Allegheny County on the Downtown-East End Bus Rapid Transit Project (BRT).  The entire project will connect Downtown Pittsburgh and Oakland to communities further east by way of dedicated transit lanes with signal prioritization along both Forbes and Fifth Avenue.  If awarded, the funds would support



 Phase 1 Street and Signal Improvements in the Downtown and Uptown corridor and lay the foundation for future phases.  The total cost of this phase is $6,500,000.  Both the City of Pittsburgh and PAAC will apply for funding to support different portions of this shared project.

PAAC is applying for a $2,000,0000 award.  The City of Pittsburgh is applying for a $3,000,000 award.  PennDOT MTF awards require a 30% match.  The City will provide the $1,500,000 combined required match for both applications per the Mayor’s 2019 Capital Budget.
