NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh extends its gratitude and applauds the efforts of our citizens who serve in the Navy; and, further, does hereby proclaim the week of July 1-8, 2006, as Navy Week in Pittsburgh.
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
