Description of Legislation
Resolution authorizing agreements with local community services and violence prevention organizations as part of the Stop the Violence anchor organization program.

The community anchor program is intended to have a designated organization in each zone that will help build networks and capacity, and help ensure full community and stakeholder participation in anti-violence measures. The request for proposal received acceptable responses for zones 2 through 6, as detailed in similar bills. A suitable proposal was not received for Zone 1.

The total cost of all agreements combined is not to exceed $2,628,710.40.
