Description of Initiative
On September 29, 2016 the City opened bids for the Mon Wharf Switchback Ramp construction project, an ADA compliant ramp off the Smithfield Street Bridge to the Mon Wharf intended to serve as a link in the Great Allegheny Passage to Point State Park.  Bids came in over the engineer’s estimate resulting in the City rejecting the bids for lack of funds and right sizing the project along with securing from Riverlife additional funds to justify rebidding.  Revised bids are scheduled to be opened December 1, 2016, with construction beginning in late winter.

This resolution authorizes the City to enter into agreements for the purpose of receiving funds for the construction the “Mon Wharf Switchback Ramp” including entering into an additional Agreement or Agreements with Riverlife, and the Urban Redevelopment Authority, and other agencies as needed to accept any grant funds offered to the City for this project, and further authorizing legitimate expenditures for payments and agreement or agreements, or contract or contracts for related services.

Said agreement or agreements, contract or contracts or expenditures shall not exceed $2,844,995.00, an increase in the project allocation of +$353,751.00.  $100,000 is budgeted in the Mayor’s proposed 2017 Budget.
